Adapted from a scene in ʵeethovenϞs opera ϝFidelioϞ, the film follows inmates of the ˆeville prison who 
are permitted, for the first time in years, to leave their dar˞ cells and see the sun. ϝPrisonersϞ uses light as 
a metaphor for freedom, tracing the moment of exposure to daylight as both a physical event and an 
expression of the longing that endures even in the most confined of human circumstances.
